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History of the congregation: 

We started out as part of Knox United Church on formerly Albert St S, now Madison Ave S, Kitchener – Erected in 1925.
Highland Road United Church was built in 1949.

The 1st Wedding held at H.R.U.C. was William Fox to Evelyn Bricknell on August 20th, 1949.

The new Sanctuary was added onto H.R.U.C. in 1966.

The 1st Wedding in the new Sanctuary was Reg Kutasinski to Janice Hildebrand on December 30th, 1966.

Highland Road United Church celebrated their 62nd Anniversary by burning the Mortgage on Sunday May 31st, 1987.

History of the building:
First Sod turned for the new build at Highland Road was on Dec 23, 1948.  The cornerstone for the Church was laid 5 weeks later.

The dedication of the new Highland Road E United Church of Canada by Rev C.J. Bailey, Pastor was on Sunday May 29th, 1949.

The new Sanctuary with a cornerstone was built in 1966.

The present state of our building:  

Our building is in need of some minor repairs.  We are not wheelchair accessible (except for a metal ramp that gets put over the front steps) and it would cost too much to put in a ramp that meets City codes.  We have no wheelchair bathrooms either.  We have a roof that needs to be redone (it leaks).  Due to annual inspections our hot water furnace is good for 30 more years.  The annual inspections also include the fire alarms.
Present congregation:
We have very few children (if any) in attendance on a Sunday.

Our congregation is mostly made up of Elderly people. (45 years & up)
Attitudes, values:
We have a very strong religious community spirit.
Successes:
Sunshine Circle Luncheon:  The 1st Friday of every month from January to June & October to December, our Church ladies and gentlemen put on a full luncheon for senior citizens.  They serve from 50 to 60 people each time and 100 or more at Christmas and Easter.

Our Annual Garage Sale & B.B.Q. & Bake Sale in May brings people back every year.  They love the bargains.

Our Annual Bazaar in November each year brings back the faithful people who love our cookies.  We have a cookie table, preserves table, craft table and bake table in the upstairs hall.  The downstairs hall is where we have a Tea room where they can stop and have lunch before they go browse through the White Elephant (gently used goods) rooms.
The Joint Church Services we have with Trinity & Olivet during the summer fill the pews fuller every time.

The Joint Church Services we have at other times of the year.  All of the congregations enjoy getting together for the various Services - Good Friday, the Christmas play in 2006, the Christmas Cantata in 2007. 

We bring in revenue from rental organizations.
Challenges:
Finding the money it takes to keep our Church going every year.

Finding new ways to increase membership - young and old.
Bringing in Programs and new ideas.

Finding volunteers to go on committees – we no longer have some committees due to no members.

Fundraising events are becoming more challenging due to our aging members – finding sufficient help is harder.
